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Message from the Rabbi 

                         Brith Sholom introduces: the Drive-In Shofar Service 

 

Although Judaism is primarily a spiritual endeavor, meant to transcend the physical, the 
stimulation of the five senses is a wonderful entry point into deepening our 
spiritual connections. The sweet taste of kiddush wine. The electric smell of a fresh etrog. 
The cool feel of the tefillin shel yad as you tighten it upon the arm. And of course, hearing 
the shofar. 

Although there are many rituals associated with the High Holidays - none is like the shofar. 
The simplicity of it is unlike any other commandment in our tradition. You don't need to 
learn Hebrew to do it. You don't need to learn how to blow the thing yourself. And although 
learning and meditating upon the meaning of it may deepen one's understanding of it, 
ultimately, there's no need to read Rashi or Maimonides' interpretation of the shofar in 
order for an individual to 'get it' for themselves. It is a mitzvah to simply hear the shofar. 

This year, of course, everything is a little bit different in our world. Jewish law has been 
concerned with the 'proper' way of hearing shofar since it was explored in the Talmud's 
tractate Rosh Hashanah, which was composed over 16 centuries ago. Rosh Hashanah 
27b deals with the question of whether a person who blows the shofar inside a cistern for a 
person outside has fulfilled the obligation of 'hearing' the shofar. The question is around the 
visceral immediacy of the thing - did you hear the shofar itself? Or did you merely hear an 
echo of the shofar?  

Today, we see the same problem crop up regarding shofar and Zoom. Is a shofar heard 
over a digital connection 'the sound of the shofar' or 'a digital reproduction of the sound of 
the shofar - close, but no cigar.' Moreover, there are things that you can do over Zoom, like 
prayer, that only lose a little in translation, and other things, like perhaps shofar, where the 
loss is greater. 

To that end, Brith Sholom is offering up a wide menu of shofar possibilities for you this 
year, 5781. On Sunday September 20, the Second day of Rosh Hashana (Day 1 is 
Shabbat, so no Shofar), we'll be blowing the shofar outside during services, and it will be 
streamed, of course, over Zoom. However, for those who want hear the real thing, we 
will repeat the shofar service in the parking lot at Brith Sholom/Jefferson Education Society 
after the conclusion of services, at 12 noon. You can drive up, roll down your car window, 
and hear the sound of the shofar from a safe distance. It's just like a 1950s car hop or a 
drive-in movie, except it is for your spiritual needs. Unfortunately, I can not provide a side 
order of fries with your shofar blast. You'll have to bring your own. 

And in the event you can't hear the shofar over Zoom, or can't drive-in yourself, email me 
and I will deliver Shofar to your home. Sunday, for anyone that wants it and lives in or 
around Erie, I'll come to your house, lean out the sunroof of my Honda, and personally 
blow the shofar for you and your family. You don't need to email me now - a short survey 
asking how you plan to hear shofar this year will come out a few days before Rosh 
Hashanah, so be sure to respond promptly when you get it. 

It's been a weird year. A lot of things are different. With that in mind, it will be nice to know 
that, in the midst of upheaval and unexpectedness, the shofar will still sound the same as it 
did last year and the year before. A sensory reminder that even in a world of uncertainty, 
some things are truly eternal.

(Though he says he couldnôt 
possibly take Cantorôs place, and we canôt argue that, I hear he does a mean Kol Nidre!) 

 Rabbi and our Vice-President of Religion, Shanna Hodgson, have done an amazing job arranging 
all the tech ñstuffò that will enable us to Zoom services for those not feeling safe to attend in person. 

 Our Vice-President of Properties, Arlene Sandelstein, has been combing the city acquiring 
sanitizer, wipes, bottles of water and anything else she could think of to ensure everyoneôs safety. 

 Because of Zooming, weôve been told by those who know, we must shorten our services. Rabbi 
has worked long and hard to perfect a service that will be inspirational, stimulating, meaningful and time 
sensitive.  On the same note, I plan to make my ñState of the Congregationò address on Kol Nidre short 
and sweet ï a notion which probably wonôt sadden very many.  

Please hang onto it and refer to it, 
especially if you plan on Zooming.

Every synagogue across these United States and the world is in the same position, 
doing our best to provide the best.  As I said in last monthôs bulletin, we will prevail, just as Brith Sholom 
has done for the past century. 

 Jeff joins me in wishing all of you and yours a very sweet and healthy 5781, filled with happiness, 
joy and hopefully no COVID!
